Each year we provide details of our Service Delivery and Fundraising initiatives which sustain our agency. We attempt to fairly reflect the work of the Agency in such a way as to hi-lite both the successes and challenges faced throughout the year.

Service Delivery:

Our Community-Based program is recovering following the pandemic. Once again, we were able to hold our annual Christmas Party and Volunteer Appreciation event, This year, held the celebration at the  The Inn on the Hill in Charlottetown . Once again, Mark Haines was on -hand to provide the musical entertainment. Thanks to book donations from First Book Canada and Scholastic Canada, we were able to distribute several hundred books to our “Littles.”
Through our Teen Mentoring Program, in early Fall we managed to match 125 students in several of our high schools with a corresponding number of students in neighboring elementary schools. The schools continue to express their interest and support citing the benefits to both mentors and mentees.
While In-school Mentoring matches are slowly improving  once again after being suspended during the pandemic.
Our Launch Your Life Program was able to operate successfully throughout the year with forty-two young people completing the four programs offered on the campus of Holland College, Bluefield, and Colonel Gray schools.
We are always appreciative of the support we receive from the community through the on-going generosity of businesses and individuals. In 2023 we were able to offer support at Christmas for seventeen families. Fundraising:
