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The above Theory of Change guides the work that our mentors undertake with children and youth across the Province. Whether it’s with our Community-based 1:1 program, In School or Teen Mentoring the goals are the same. While establishing a Developmental Relationship with their mentees, volunteer mentors “express care, challenge growth, provide support, share power and expand possibilities.” Children’s confidence grows as they interact with caring volunteers, and volunteers welcome the opportunity to “make a difference” and to learn about their unique abilities as mentors. The work of Big Brothers Big Sisters depends upon the support of caring volunteers, community financial support and a dedicated Staff and Board with the best interests of children and youth at heart
Big Brothers Big Sisters of PEI continues to assist children to reach their potential. The table below indicates the number of children served between January 1 and December 31, 2024.

Each year we provide details of our Service Delivery and Fundraising initiatives which sustain our agency. We attempt to fairly reflect the work of the Agency in such a way as to hi-lite both the successes and challenges faced throughout the year.

Service Delivery:

Our Community-Based program is gaining momentum with 183 Inquiries. Many young people in university or college courses consider the volunteer benefits of belonging to our agency. Inquiries often focus on their need for experience in working with children in anticipation of careers in education, youth work or psychology.

Once again, we were able to hold our annual Christmas Party and Volunteer Appreciation event, This year, we held the celebration at the  Jack Blanchard Hall in Charlottetown. Mark Haines was on hand to provide musical entertainment. Thanks to book donations from First Book Canada and Scholastic Canada, we were able to distribute several hundred books to our “Littles.”
Through our Teen Mentoring Program, in early Fall we matched 214 students in several of our high schools with a corresponding number of students in neighboring elementary schools. The schools continue to express their interest and support citing the benefits to both mentors and mentees. In 2024 we added Souris Regional and Gulf Shore schools to our Teen Mentoring program. Coordinators created a Journal for students which helped our mentors to focus on the three pillars of our Theory of Change: social emotional competence, mental health and wellbeing, and educational engagement and employment readiness.
Our In-school Mentoring matches are slowly improving  after being suspended during the pandemic.
We are always appreciative of the support we receive from the community through the on-going generosity of businesses and individuals. In 2024 we were able to offer support at Christmas for seventeen families. Our thanks to Heather & Greg Doran, Old Navy, Dwellstone Spec Homes, Cox & Palmer, Atlantic Police Academy, Laura Simmons & Sarah MacKenzie, McInnis Cooper, Sydney Gillis, Fitz & Co., Hugh Panelas, and Ashley MacDonald and Family for their generosity in assisting families and making Christmas special for so many.
Our thanks once again to MBS Radio, our long-time media supporter, which has provided five Public Service Announcements daily on each of its three stations, Q93, CFCY and Spud FM, inviting potential volunteers to join us in becoming Big Brothers, Big Sisters, Big Couples, or In-School Mentors. 
Fundraising:
During the summer, we received (2) eight-week positions through the Canada Summer Jobs program and hired UPEI students Lydia Hamill and Davis Leuschen to support our Home Draw Campaign. Through Skills PEI, we hired Isabella Hennessey. These young people did an exceptional job in offering excellent customer service to our many ticket buyers and visitors to the Home.
